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Working closer together
foCus Operational changes are underway to further optimise the teamwork between 
BRISE staff and to facilitate the work of the crews at sea. here is a short preview on what is planned

The BRISE Group is continuously 
growing as far as the number of 
employees and vessels are con-
cerned. In order to keep the Group 
fit in an ever more competitive 
market and to optimise structures 
and procedures, the BRISE office 
is working closely with a consult-
ant. The aim of this cooperation is 
not to reduce staff, but to further 
optimise the teamwork between 
office staff and crew. In spring 
2011 BRISE established a project 
team for ‘knowledge manage-
ment’. The colleagues involved 
have been busy collecting all in-
formation concerning operational 
procedures, data and communi-
cation management in order to 
make this information easier for all 
staff to review, and to optimise the 
exchange of this data within the 
company. They are also reviewing 
vital internal procedures such as 
briefing/debriefing or renaming of 
vessels to systemise the respec-
tive workflow and secure consist-
ent quality. 

tant data on routing, positioning, 
fuel consumption, etc. of the fleet. 
These programs will be custom-
ised to the needs of BRISE and as 
soon as all vessels are equipped 
with the necessary hardware, 
the implementation of the new 
programs will start ship by ship. 
The implementation will probably 
take a while and will be closely 
supported by colleagues in the 
BRISE office. The OrderStar pro-
gram will also be updated. More 
details concerning the software 
and the installation procedures will 
be supplied as soon as a reliable 
schedule has been set up. 

The project team has also checked 
out the market for software to sup-
port a better exchange of different 
kinds of data and has suggested 
introducing two more software 
programs into the BRISE system. 
In addition to the currently installed 
programs OrderStar (for ordering 
and purchasing) and MaintStar (for 
maintenance matters) BRISE will 
soon be using fileStar and Route-
Star. fileStar is a program for the 
management of documents such 
as certificates, fleet instructions, 
and circulars, while  RouteStar is 
a very helpful tool for gathering, 
evaluating and exchanging impor-

There have been four dock-
ings at the end of 2011. In 
September the MV NORR-
lAND was docked in husum.

In 
preparation for her time charter 
in the Mediterranean, the ship’s 
underwater area was painted 
with an anti-fouling paint to 
prevent any covering by vegeta-
tion in the much warmer waters 
of the south. furthermore, all 
box coolers were cleaned and 
almost all the zinc anodes were 
replaced. Because of damage 
to a crank shaft and several 
bearings, the MV CEMSKY was 
off-hire in Glasgow for several 
weeks starting at the beginning 
of October. A complete over-
haul of the main engine was 
also carried out. The MV ARNIS 
was also docked in Singapore 
in October for a special survey 
of this 1.200 TEu container 
vessel which has now been in 
service for 20 years!

MaRPol: annex V
In this issue we continue our se-
ries on the “International Conven-
tion for the Prevention of Pollution 
from Ships” with Annex V. While 
Annex IV dealt with regulations 
about the discharge of sewage, 
Annex V continues with regula-
tions concerning garbage from 
ships. While the damage that is 
done to the environment by dis-
charging sewage is widely known, 
garbage from ships can be just as 
harmful. Many materials do not 
dissolve easily in water; plastic, for 
example, takes up to 450 years 
to do so. Annex V of the 1973 
Convention thus prescribes the 
separation and discharge of gar-
bage in specifi ed categories. The 
disposal of any kind of plastic is 
forbidden at all times. Non-plastic 
fl oatable packaging material may 
be disposed of at sea, but only at 
least 25 miles from shore. Other 
garbage such as food leftovers, 
clothing, paper, glass and metal 
can be discharged at a distance 
of at least 12 miles from shore. 
Also, there are several special 

areas where garbage disposal is 
forbidden altogether. These are 
the Mediterranean, the Baltic, the 
Black Sea, the Red Sea, the Per-
sian Gulf, the North Sea, the Ant-
arctic and, most recently, the Car-
ibbean. These are areas that have 
particular problems due to heavy 

maritime traffi c or low water ex-
change (closed body of water). By 
implementing these garbage sep-
aration rules in the early 1970s the 
shipping industry was well ahead 
of the general trend ashore, where 
garbage separation only became 
popular in the 1980s.

on the International Ship and Port 
facility Security code (ISPS): 
It was developed to respond to 
threats by different terrorist groups 
to human facilities all over the 
world and to avoid possible fatal 
attacks by terror groups on ships 
and port facilities. The International 
Maritime Organization (IMO) had 
been considering a plan to estab-
lish such a system for a long time 
and already had a draft prepared. 
following the Al-Qaeda attack on 
the World Trade Centre on Sep-
tember 11 and the bombing of the 

french flag OT lIMBuRG, the unit-
ed States wanted to speed up the 
process of implementing ISPS on 
all passenger and cargo ships larg-
er than 500 GT, on mobile offshore 
drilling platforms on international 
voyages, and on facilities serving 
ships, such as ports, shipyards, 
and supply jetties. Today, as piracy 
and drug smuggling have become 
greater threats to shipping, we are 
also using ISPS to defend ships 
from these dangers. having come 
into force in 2004, ISPS prescribes 
responsibilities by governments, 
shipping companies, shipboard 
and port-facility personnel. Those 
responsible are the company se-
curity officer (CSO), the ship secu-
rity officer (SSO), which at BRISE is 
always the Master, and at facilities 
serving ships the port facility secu-
rity officer (PfSO). One important

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let’s save fuel
Saving fuel is a good idea for 
many reasons. By reducing the 
consumption of bunker fuel we 
not only save natural resources, 
we also help to improve air 
quality and human health, as 
well as lowering greenhouse gas 
emissions (see also figure of the 
Month). And, of course, we can 
save a lot of money. There are 
some things we can do to save 
on fuel. 

here are some suggestions 
for you to follow: 

■ Monitor fuel consumption 
(e.g., by using the RouteStar 
program) to determine your cur-
rent usage. Only then will you 
be able to check whether you 
managed to save fuel during 
comparable journeys.

■ Start the main engine only 
once the pilot has boarded. 
It’s a bad habit on vessels with 
CPP to start the m/e a half hour 
earlier and burn about 300 litres 
of fuel during the waiting time.

■ Whenever possible run only 
one generator in port; one 
generator at 80% load uses 
less fuel than two generators at 
40% load.

■ Optimise the voyage plan with 
regard to fuel saving, for exam-
ple by taking strong tidal cur-
rents into account and reducing 
speed if it’s foreseeable that you 
will be ahead of schedule.

■ Set autopilot to ‘sea mode’ 
to reduce rudder movement in 
open sea.

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rEport Normally the BRISE fleet is underway, sailing 
the seven seas. however, the MV SKOlDNAES has 
been in port for several weeks already without being 
docked or laid off. here is what happened

“We are meant to transport a 
special kind of cable from the 
Japanese port of futtsu to hal-
den in Norway,” Captain rosti-
slav Jermakov explains. “We 
have already started to load, 
which is a very difficult pro- 
cess. As the cable must not be 
bent, we have a special con-
struction aboard to wind up the 
cable carefully and also had a 
cargo supervisor to check on 
the loading process constantly. 
however, the loading process 
has been stopped for some 
reason and we have to wait for 
further instructions.” The MV 
SKOlDNEAS arrived in futtsu 
on September 18th coming 
from Norway. “We have done 
the trip once before”, C/O ro-
man Kolomiyets tells us. “We 
loaded cable in futtsu, went 
to Norway to discharge, and 
came back here to do it all over 
again. The trip via the Panama 
Canal took us one-and-a-half 
months.” “luckily we had good 
weather so we could enjoy the 
long journey,” Cook arnulfo 
isidro adds. These days the 
weather is not always pleas-
ant. According to Roman Kolo-
miyets, ”Sometimes it’s rain-

ing very hard, then it feels like 
a drought again, and we even 
had a typhoon passing over the 
vessel. This made the loading 
process even more difficult, as 
we had to stop loading and ma-
noeuvre the vessel elsewhere. 
But thanks to the good team-
work, everything went fine.” 
When we talked to the crew, it 
was already the middle of No-
vember and the vessel was still 
in port. “This is an unusual situ-
ation for the crew. But at least 
we can use the time for spe-
cial maintenance tasks, which 
cannot be carried out easily at 
sea,” says Captain Jermakov. 
Most of the 13 crew members 
also took the opportunity to go 
ashore. Roman Kolomiyets: “It 
was very interesting to get an 
impression of Japanese culture 
and explore some mysteries of 
the East.” however, as the de-
parture date is still unknown, 
the shore-passes will not be 
renewed and the crew is not 
allowed to leave the vessel any-
more. The end of their stay was 
not in sight when we finalised 
this edition, but when we talked 
to them last they were still in 
good spirits.

population 82 million
Capital Berlin 
language German

general information Germany is 
situated in Central Europe and is 
bordered by nine countries, as well 
as the Baltic and North Seas. It is 
the most populous country in the 
Eu and has the largest economy. 
for centuries the lands of Germany 
were fragmented into numerous 
kingdoms and principalities. It was 
not until 1871 that a German nation 
state was established. Initially Ger-
many was a constitutional monar-
chy but became a republic in 1918 
following the country’s defeat in 
World War I. The Nazi dictatorship 
resulted World War II, in which more 
than 6 million European Jews were 
murdered during the holocaust. 
After World War II, Germany was 
divided into four zones, governed 
by the uS, the uK, france, and the 
Soviet union. In 1949, the separate 
states of West and East Germany 
were founded. In 1989 the fall of the 
Berlin Wall reunited both parts.

population Germany has many 
different regions, each with its 
own traditions. Probably the most 
famous of these is Bavaria, thanks 
to the Oktoberfest. A region such 
as frisia, on the North Sea coast, 
which has its own distinct language, 
is less well known outside of 
Germany.   

Culture German culture has had a 
great infl uence on the world thanks 
to famous philosophers, writers and 
composers, such as Kant, Marx or 
Beethoven. It has also contributed 
in many other fi elds, such as the 
invention of the printing press by 
Johannes Gutenberg or the start of 
the Protestant branch of Christianity 
by Martin luther.
